We left behind Kazakhs, who like us had been dead in 
their sin, and were made alive through hearing the life giving words of  the Lord through his 
Word and through us.  We strengthened them through Bible studies, Kevin’s preaching, and 
living the Christian life day in and day out before them.  We were there almost 13 years, our 
children’s whole childhoods.  Now the Kazakh believers are able to pass the Gospel along to 
other Kazakhs, who desperately need to hear and obey, but have no idea who Jesus Christ is.  
Please continue to pray for the people of  Kazakhstan to grow in their Christian faith, and for 
more Kazakhs to be saved.
Thanks again for your partnership with us as we were called to go and you enabled us to obey.

The Psalms are a rich treasure 
trove of  truth, covering all aspects of  God’s Person, His purposes, 
His Messiah, and His people.

Here we see God as creator of  the world and ruler of  the kingdoms 
of  the earth, who will be worshipped by all the families of  the earth. 

God declares His glory through is creation (natural & general revela-
tion) and through His word (specifi c & special revelation). God dis-
played as glorious and holy, our rock, our fortress, our deliverer, and
the lifter of  our heads.

We read of  His messiah who will suffer and die— yet not experience 
corruption, but rather will be raised from the dead— and who will 
reign as king over God’s eternal kingdom.

We see David joyously reveling in God, rejoicing in His many de-
liverances, encouraged by God’s work to prepare him to fi ght his 
enemies, and crying out to God for merciful forgiveness when he 
has sinned.

God is my shepherd who restores, leads, comforts, anoints, and 
showers me also with His goodness and mercy.

And I’m only through the fi rst 65 Psalms (85 more to go!!!!).

Man, we just want to say thank 
you for stamping us and sending 
us first class to Czech to work 
this summer.  I really am thankful. 
There is just so much opportunity 
here, both for  us to grow as 
people, and for  us to be a vessel 
of the Gospel of Grace in the 2nd 
most atheistic country in the 

world.  As you know Tyler and I 
(Ryan) are on the same team this 
year – co-leading, and I must say 
what a privilege it is to be serving 
with a bro, that I already know, 
and getting the chance to 
sharpen and grow, like iron on 
iron, when it’s hot you see the 
glow, well you best believe we 
shinin, cuz we water-plant and 
sow, But only God can make it 
grow! 

We wanted to give you a “lil QU” 
- Quick Update – God has given 
us a strong burden to pray for 
boldness. We have been praying 
it for  our own team, as well as 
the youth groups we are 

partnering with. This should be a 
characteristic of all believers - to 
be engaging non-believers in 
spiritual conversations, and when 
in conversations to be bold with 
the Gospel message in the face 
of opposition and indifference.  
God’s wrath is real and really on 
people, even in a culture where 
everything seems to be “okay.”  
The good news is that Jesus 
takes this wrath onto Himself! 
But first we must speak the truth 
and pray that the Holy Spirit 
shows many people that His 
wrath is there. Please pray for 
that with us.

The leadership team at the CB 
church in Prague-Počernice had 
never been witnessing before.  
We decided to speak on boldness 
during youth group, and the next 
day we went to the zoo with the 
purpose to engage people in 
spiritual conversations. Praying 
that God would open doors, we 
looked for opportunities to share 
the gospel.  It was so good to 
teach on evangelism, be able to 
model it, and then to see the 
students actually 
step up to the 
challenge.  They 
did awesome. 
The students had 
lots of questions, 
and it was a great 
t e a c h i n g 
opportunity. The 
challenge that 

awaits Czech believers is to seek 
out what boldness looks like in 
their own culture. It might look 
different than in the US. But it is 
so important that we remind our 
brothers and sisters here that 
people are indeed perishing. We 
are to hold them back as they 
stagger unknowingly towards the 
slaughter  (Proverbs 24:11-12). 
We know the Truth! We cannot 
idly stand by.  Through this great 
experience hearts were 
stretched, tears were shed, and 
the gospel was shared.  Please 
pray for lasting fruit.

We are now getting ready for  our 
first camp with the CB church in 
Ostrava.  The team is very strong 
and well prepared. This camp will 
be a great opportunity to 
continue modeling life on life 
evangelism for believing 
students, as well as to lead 
unbelieving students one more 
step closer to their Creator.
