Mercy
As we have been studying through the book of  Job, it has called 

us once again to evaluate our heart of  mercy.  In their cycles 
of  speeches, Job’s friends were so committed to addressing what 
they heard as wrong ideas that their eyes were virtually closed, or so 
it appears, to his desperate need. 

For some time now, the heading on our bulletin has read, Worship the 
Lord in Truth and Love.  In that statement we are affi rming that truth 
which is not loving is not genuine truth, and love which is not root-
ed in truth is not genuine love.  Job’s friends seemed more committed 
to truth than love.  From Jesus’ letter to the Ephesians in Revelation 
2, we can see that this is not a God-pleasing development. 

These thoughts linger in my mind as I consider how many people 
in our nation, inhabitants of  the Mississippi River Valley, have been 
displaced by fl oodwaters.  Last week (and I believe I heard this cor-
rectly) a swath of  land roughly the size of  Connecticut was inten-
tionally fl ooded in order to preserve the cities of  Baton Rouge and 
New Orleans further down river.  An amazing development!  These 
fellow citizens, believers or not, were called to release everything 
they owned to ease, hopefully, the suffering of  others!  

Seldom is this brand a sacrifi ce called for in a nation like ours—the 
need for so clear and complete and conspicuous a response.  We 
saw it in New York fi refi ghters and civilian air travelers on 9/11.  
We’ve long seen it in soldiers, mostly on foreign soil.  And from
  the reports I heard, we’ve now seen it again in our 
    neighbors to the south.  

    I wonder how I would 
    have fared in 

   their place?

And 
even if  
I could 
do well 
under such 
public testing, 
when the eyes 
of  the world are 
upon me, how well do 
I do with more hidden tri-
als—those that involve only 
family or friends, even those 
trials that 

I battle alone in my own heart?  It seems that the more private the 
scenario, the more selfi sh my responses tend to be.  
How about you?

Is our mind so set on God’s kingdom and righteousness that these 
are the qualities fi rst visible when we’re interrupted by suffering?  
Do we hold our possessions in this life with an open hand, knowing 
they have been provided by our heavenly Father, and that He well 
may choose to take them away at any moment to fulfi ll His own sov-
ereign purpose (as He did with Job)?  And how would we respond if  
He did so—especially in a scenario like the one we’ve witnessed in 
the Mississippi Valley, one where our loss is only for another’s gain?

I may have kicked up more questions than answers in this brief  
refl ection, but my bottom line question is this: do we have a heart 
of  mercy in this body of  believers?  Have we been moved at least to 
pray for brothers and sisters and fellow citizens displaced by fl ood-
waters—not to mention fellow citizens of  the world displaced by so 
many other “natural” disasters in recent months and years?  

Have we considered ways in which we may become answers to our 
own prayers?  I have so appreciated the work of  Paul Westerberg 
and others going to disaster relief  sites in the past.  Is there some 
similar response that is called for again?  

Finally, catastrophic circumstances aside, how do we fare in the face 
of  the suffering that happens around us day by day in the lives of  
family, friends, and neighbors—to naggingly incessant needs like 
the ones we see represented in the lives of, for instance, the kids in 
the Quest program who are on our premises daily?

Situations like the Mississippi River fl ooding press us and plead with 
us to gauge our heart of  mercy, and to see how we fare under the 
Word that calls us to “be merci- ful, even as 
      (our) Father is 
    merciful” 
    (Luke 6:36).

I love competition!  Competing is about performance.  To compete at 
the highest level of  one’s abilities, one must prepare hard and diligently.  
In athletics, and as competitors, we are expected to put all things aside 
and perform our best…no matter what is going on inside of  us!  How 
about in life?  As husband, wife, employee, child, student, grandpa, 
grandma…we tend to train ourselves to not let anyone know the inside 
struggles and to not let it effect our outside performance.  No matter 
what is going on inside, we are expected to perform and compete at a 
high level!
 
The show must go on.  Fake it until you make it!  Athletes perform 
before hundreds, thousands and even millions of  evaluators at their 
level of  competition.  What about our daily life?  
Are our lives a show?  Is our desire for others 
to see us as better than we really are? Does the 
front-stage (false self) contradict the back-stage 
(true-self)?  Does our daily life exemplify who 
we really are inside… or is it a show to impress 
others so they will like us?  Is it your prayer that 
nobody will ever discover the pain, insecurities, 
weaknesses, wounds and sins of  your lives?  We 
all tend to keep it in the dark where it belongs 
and not let it come to front-stage where it re-

ally belongs.  If  the back-stage is revealed, we think it will embarrass 
us and shock others.  The front-stage controls the back-stage, does it?  
If  it does... or if  we allow it… we are in total bondage.  Brothers and 
sisters, this is what Christ did for us on the cross.  HE set us free!  Don’t 
let performance-based living destroy your grace-based living.  Pursuing 
holiness is biblical and God honoring.  Trying to act by putting on a 
front or pretending to be religious will be exposed.  God will not be 
mocked!  Just as in athletics,   false and unprepared teams and athletes 
will not be tolerated either.  They will be exposed!
 
Don’t let the front-stage (false self) rule your life.  Pursue Jesus and let 
HIS love invade and heal you.  Let the grace, mercy and love of  Christ 

become your front-stage …
let it be CHRIST’S STAGE!  
No more pretending.  Sacri-
fi ce your image--- confess and 
restore your heart!  Read Ro-
mans 12:2, Hebrews 4:12 Titus 
2:14, and 2 Timothy 2:21.  Be 
blessed by the Word of  God.   
God Bless!
